Residents Will Notice New Watershed Road Signs
ST. CLAIR COUNTY, MI – More than 29 new signs are being added to county roadways to mark the boundaries and river crossings within St. Clair County’s watersheds.
The St. Clair County offices of the Health Department, Drain Commissioner, Road Commission, Metropolitan Planning Commission and St. Clair County Community College (SC4) have undertaken an initiative to improve the public’s recognition and awareness of our streams and rivers.  As part of this initiative, watershed signs are being installed at highly visible road-stream crossings throughout St. Clair County identifying the tributaries and drains of the Anchor Bay, Belle, St. Clair, Pine and Black River watersheds. 
The signs will feature the name of the watershed, the waterway being crossed over and the words “Ours to Protect”. Ira Township, Port Huron Township, and the City of St. Clair are also installing watershed road signs as part of a watershed awareness campaign.
The road signs will help satisfy new regulations of the federal Clean Water Act and create awareness of the small waterways that make up a watershed and create our rivers and lakes. It is hoped that a greater awareness of these relatively small waterways will help the public change behaviors that may pollute the water.  


The St. Clair County Health Department partnered with SC4’s Communication Design Department to design the graphic for the road sign.  The winning student, Jessica Albert, graduated from SC4 with an Associate of Applied Arts and will graduate May 2006 from the Kendall College of Art and Design of Ferris State University. Said Jessica, “I think the project has been a great experience and I am so happy to have been asked to be a part of it.  It is great to be able to have a hand in something that will benefit and create awareness in the community as a whole”. Jessica has donated over 30 hours of her time to the project.
