I wish to formally file my protest over the proposed Base Flood Elevation (BFE) revisions being contemplated by the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA).

I am aware that my [Township/City] has filed a letter on behalf of its residents concerning the scientific basis for this proposal.  I am aware of the conclusions presented in that letter and am in complete agreement with the findings and recommendations outlined.  
Specifically, it is my opinion that FEMA should postpone the proposed BFE increases for five years or until more adequate site specific research can be done.  
St. Clair County residents already pay an average yearly premium of $969,214 to FEMA for flood insurance.  However, since 1978 only $2,455,197 has been paid out in claims.  This is an average yearly payout of only $81,840.  With lake levels at all time lows, and FEMA currently banking over $800,000 in premiums from St. Clair County each year, there should be no reason additional time cannot be granted to ensure the proposed BFE increases are justifiable and represent actual risk.
Raising the BFE now, on inadequate data, will cause an undue hardship on many area homeowners.  Please consider the long-term economic impacts of this decision and address the research deficiencies before pushing an unnecessary increase in the BFE.
